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Prefacio

Este informe resume los resultados del “Cuestionario sobre problemas medioambientales y la supervivencia de la
especie humana”, un sondeo que cada afio lleva a cabo la Fundacion Asahi Glass desde 1992.

Han transcurrido 18 afios desde la Cumbre de la Tierra, celebrada en Rio de Janeiro. Desde entonces, la
gravedad de los problemas medioambientales se ha hecho cada vez mas evidente con el paso de los afios. En la
COP15, que se realizd el afio pasado en Copenhague, se pudieron apreciar avances en algunas areas, como el
aumento de la ayuda a los paises en desarrollo y la definicidn de un importante objetivo para "hacer que el
aumento de la temperatura terrestre se limite a dos grados centigrados”. No obstante, no se logré progreso en
otros temas controvertidos, como un acuerdo internacional para reducir las emisiones de gases de efecto
invernadero y la creacion de un marco posterior al Protocolo de Kioto. Es innegable que esos resultados causaron
preocupacion y decepcion entre mucha gente.

En el sondeo de este afio, el décimo noveno, el cuestionario fue redactado con el fin de evaluar la
percepcion de los expertos de organizaciones gubernamentales y privadas de todo el mundo acerca del avance de
los esfuerzos para resolver el enorme nimero de problemas medioambientales y poner de manifiesto la forma en
que esas observaciones reflejan las caracteristicas regionales. Ademas de los temas que se abordan cada afio en la
encuesta, incluyendo preguntas sobre el Reloj del dia del juicio para el medio ambiente y la Agenda 21, el
cuestionario de este afio también se centrd en la "La evaluacién de la COP15", "Las perspectivas de la COP16" y
"Las expectativas con respecto al Convenio sobre Biodiversidad (COP10)".

Una vez mas, la Fundacion recibid respuestas sensatas de innumerables expertos preocupados por el
medio ambiente en los sectores privados y publicos de todo el mundo. Quisiéramos expresar nuestra gratitud a
esas personas por haberse tomado la molestia de contestar el cuestionario. Asimismo, deseamos expresar nuestro
mas sincero agradecimiento al profesor Akio Morishima, asesor de investigacion especial en el Instituto de
Estrategias Medioambientales Globales, por continuar proporcionandonos sus invaluables consejos en todas las
etapas del proyecto, desde el disefio del sondeo inicial hasta el analisis de los resultados.

Para terminar, hacemos un llamamiento a los lectores de este informe para que nos ofrezcan sus
sugerencias sobre la forma de mejorar el cuestionario con el fin de hacerlo mas completo y significativo.

* La hora promedio del reloj del dia del juicio para el medio ambiente fue 9:19 para toda la gente que contesto, lo
cual representa un retroceso de tres minutos con respecto al afio pasado.

» La hora promedio para quienes respondieron fuera de Japén retrocedi6 cinco minutos con respecto al afio
pasado, situandose en 9:27.

* La hora promedio para quienes respondieron en Japon avanz6 un minuto, situdndose en 9:009.

» La gente que respondio en Europa Occidental, Europa Oriental y la ex Unién Soviética, y el resto de Asia
representd 9:45, 9:47 y 8:37 respectivamente, lo cual representa un retroceso de entre 10 y 14 minutos con
respecto al afio pasado. Por otra parte, la gente que respondid en las regiones restantes indico un avance de entre
10 y 20 minutos en el reloj del dia del juicio para el medio ambiente.

» La hora promedio de regiones desarrolladas continué siendo la misma que la del afio pasado, es decir 9:21,
mientras que la hora promedio para las regiones en desarrollo retrocedié 10 minutos, situandose en 9:02.

Condiciones medioambientales que causaron preocupacion en el momento en que se determind la hora

» Cuando se determiné la hora en el reloj del dia del juicio para el medio ambiente, la gente que contest6 ha citado
en general el "calentamiento global” como la principal condicion medioambiental que le preocupa. Le siguio la
"escasez de agua y los problemas de alimentos" y "deforestacion, desertificacion, pérdida de biodiversidad" en
aproximadamente los mismos niveles. Esto equivale a los mismos patrones que los del afio pasado.

 Un analisis sobre las tres categorias anteriores por region muestra que la gente que respondio6 en las regiones
desarrolladas y en desarrollo selecciond "deforestacion, desertificacion, pérdida de biodiversidad" en altos
porcentajes, ligeramente por debajo de un 20%, pero se estancé en un 12% en otras regiones. La gente que
respondi6 en Japdn, Africa y los Cuatro Tigres Asiaticos también mostré una extremada preocupacion por la
"escasez de agua y los problemas de alimentos", en un nivel ligeramente por debajo del 20%.

« Al igual que el afio pasado, la gente que respondi6 en las regiones en desarrollo, asi como en otras regiones,
mostrd un alto nivel de preocupacion por la "contaminacién del aire, contaminacion del agua, contaminacion de
rios y océanos"”, en un 20% y un 17% respectivamente. Por otra parte, esta opcion solo la eligio el 9% de
quienes contestaron en las regiones desarrolladas. La gente de Europa Oriental y la ex Union Soviética
selecciond "alteracién del estilo de vida" en un nivel alto: 21%.

2. Progreso rumbo a la Agenda 21  (Pregunta 2)

Han transcurrido 16 afios desde que se aprobé “la Agenda 21” como un “plan de accion para el medio
ambiente y el desarrollo” en la Cumbre para la Tierra en 1992. Sirvase indicar el progreso logrado en su
pais para las 10 siguientes categorias extraidas del plan de accién del Programa 21; encierre en un circulo
una (1) letra de la escala (a) a (e) para cada categoria.

Como en los afios anteriores, a las personas que respondieron les preguntamos si habian notado progreso en las 10
categorias del plan de accion de la Agenda 21. Los resultados aparecen enumerados por orden descendente en la
tabla, empezando por las categorias que tuvieron el mayor nimero de respuestas en las que indican "progreso”
(combinando "progreso significativo™ y "algo de progreso™).



» Mas del 50% de quienes contestaron indicd progreso en las categorias "promocion de la educacion

medioambiental”, "actividades de gobiernos locales y grupos civiles", "contribuciones cientificas y
tecnoldgicas"”, "formacion de sistemas de reciclamiento” y "medidas medioambientales de la industria”. Del
mismo modo, en otras categorias, entre un 20% y un 30% de quienes contestaron indico progreso, siguiendo la
misma tendencia que el promedio de los cinco Gltimos afios, sin un cambio significativo.

« Por region, Africa y el Resto de Asia mostraron altos porcentajes de personas que respondieron indicando
progreso en "problemas de poblacidn y pobreza®, con un 50% y un 49% respectivamente. Por otra parte, Japon

mostrd el porcentaje méas bajo de todas las regiones, con un 7%.

Comparacion de las diferencias entre el progreso logrado en 2010 y el promedio de 2005 a 2009

*Por lo que respecta a cada categoria, al comparar los resultados de este afio con el promedio de los Gltimos cinco
afios, el grado de progreso en general fue mayor esta ocasion en dos categorias: "medidas de prevencion de los
gases de efecto invernadero™ y "modificacion del estilo de vida". Por otra parte, el nivel de progreso se redujo
en las otras ocho categorias, lo cual indica que el progreso se estanco, en términos generales.

*Quienes contestaron dijeron que habian percibido progreso en las "medidas de prevencién de los gases de efecto
invernadero”, a excepcion del Oriente Proximo, Europa Oriental y la ex Union Soviética, asi como el Resto de
Asia.

*El progreso de "modificacion del estilo de vida" experimentd un retroceso solo en los Cuatro Tigres Asiaticos, el
Resto de Asia y en Africa.

*Se pudo apreciar progreso en general en todas las categorias en Japén y América Latina, asi como en Europa
Oriental y la ex Unién Soviética. Por otra parte, en los Cuatro Tigres Asiaticos, el Resto de Asia y el Oriente
Proximo el grado de progreso experimentd una clara reduccion.

B. ENFASIS DEL CUESTIONARIO PARA ESTE ANO

3. Evaluacion de la COP15 (Pregunta 3)

La COP15, celebrada el afio pasado en Dinamarca, fue considerada como un importante barometro para el rumbo
que tomaré la cooperacidn internacional en el futuro. Ademas de haber aumentado la presencia de los paises que
emiten la mayor cantidad de los gases de efecto invernadero, como los Estados Unidos, China y la India, hubo
una serie de avances en la conferencia. A su término, los participantes se comprometieron a “tomar nota” del
Acuerdo de Copenhague, una declaracion de intenciones que incluye un objetivo general para limitar el
calentamiento global a dos grados.

3-1. Evaluacién de la COP15/Acuerdo de Copenhague y sus efectos

Dados esos resultados, ¢como evalla usted a la COP15? Sirvase seleccionar entre “deberia ser elogiada” o “no
puede ser elogiada” y encierre en un circulo los dos items de la lista que mejor reflejen sus motivos.

* En términos generales, el 60% de quienes contestaron selecciond "no se puede elogiar”, mientras que hubo un
estancamiento en el 34% entre aquellos que seleccionaron "se debe elogiar”.

* Por region, casi un 40% de quienes contestaron en Japdn, los Estados Unidos y Canad4 y el Resto de Asia
selecciond "se debe elogiar”, representando un porcentaje mayor en relacion con otras regiones. Africa fue la
Unica region donde el 50% de quienes contestaron selecciond "se debe elogiar", superando el 45% de quienes
seleccionaron "no se debe elogiar".

Evaluacion de la COP15 / Acuerdo de Copenhague y sus efectos

3-1-1 Razones por las cuales la COP15 *'se debe elogiar**

» La gente contesto evaluando favorablemente la COP15 por ofrecer una opcion a la reduccién de emisiones entre
los paises que emiten mas CO2. Los temas que se eligieron con mayor frecuencia fueron “se hablo sobre la
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reduccién de emisiones en los paises en desarrollo como China y la India" y "se cre6 una base para los
esquemas de reduccion de CO2 con las principales economias, incluyendo los Estados Unidos y China", con un
28% y un 26% respectivamente.

« La "aclaracion de los objetivos" fue seleccionada frecuentemente por la gente que respondié en Europa Oriental
y la ex Unién Soviética, con un 38%. También se le seleccion6 con frecuencia en Asia, con mas de un 20%. Por
otra parte, un 0% de quienes contestaron en América Latina y Oceania seleccioné esta opcion.

« El 50% de quienes respondieron en América Latina seleccion6 "mas ayuda para los paises en desarrollo™ como
una razén por la cual la COP15 "se debe elogiar". En los demas sitios, este tema solo fue seleccionado por entre
un 10 y un 20% de quienes contestaron.

- La "verificacion internacional de la reduccidn de emisiones" fue seleccionada con mayor frecuencia entre la
gente que contesto en Oceania, con un 33%, y el resultado opuesto fue en los Estados Unidos y Canadé, con un
0%.

3-1-2 Razones por las cuales la COP15 ""no se puede elogiar™.

- En general, entre la gente que respondio, el mayor porcentaje selecciond "EI Acuerdo de Copenhague carece de
capacidad legal para que sea cumplido™ con un 34%, seguido por "no se logré cumplir el compromiso
internacional para formular un marco post-2012" con un 23%. Del mismo modo, un 9% adicional seleccioné "se
reduce la eficacia sin la verificacidn internacional de los paises en desarrollo". En total, las opiniones que
critican los problemas que hay en la legalidad del acuerdo superaron el 60% de las respuestas.

En Oceania, las respuestas "no se logré cumplir el compromiso internacional para formular un marco post
2012" y "el objetivo de limitar el calentamiento global a dos grados centigrados es insuficiente™ alcanzaron un
39% y un 28% respectivamente, representando los mayores porcentajes a escala regional.

3-2. El proceso de la conferencia en la COP15

En la COP15 hubo opiniones encontradas a lo largo de posiciones extremadamente polarizadas, agrupandose en
paises desarrollados, BRIC (Brasil, Rusia, India y China), paises en desarrollo y otros. Al mismo tiempo, sin una
aprobacion unanime, el Acuerdo de Copenhague carece de poder vinculante legal, y eso deja en evidencia sus
limitaciones. Encierre en un circulo el item de la siguiente lista que mejor refleje su opinién.

+ En términos generales, el 42% de quienes respondieron seleccion6 "el consenso undnime ha llegado a su limite;
son necesarios nuevos mecanismos y procedimientos”, seguido por "la incapacidad para recopilar informacion
suficiente ha ocasionado malentendidos entre los participantes™" con un 15%. Eso significa que mas de la mitad
de quienes respondieron ha expresado una opinion critica con respecto al proceso de la conferencia en la
COP15.

- Entre quienes respondieron, un 25% selecciond "se pueden elogiar como un punto de partida para los debates
internacionales del futuro”. Un 11% seleccioné "se debe mantener un consenso unanime". Esas dos selecciones
mostraron que, en total, un 36% de quienes respondieron apoya en general el proceso de la conferencia actual.

- Regionalmente, la gente que respondio en Europa Oriental y la ex Unién Soviética, en Oriente Proximo y en
Africa, seleccion6 "la incapacidad para recopilar informacion suficiente ha ocasionado malentendidos entre los
participantes" en niveles relativamente altos, es decir, mas de un 30%.

4. Panorama de la COP16 (Pregunta 4)

La COP16, que se celebrard en México en diciembre proximo, segin lo previsto, serd sometida a una intensa
vigilancia para saber si se puede llegar a un acuerdo o no sobre un marco futuro que permita hacer frente al
calentamiento global, asi como su puesta en marcha y su ayuda. Sirvase encerrar en un circulo los dos items de la
siguiente lista que mejor reflejen su opinion con respecto al éxito de la COP16.

2. Aceptacion de las verificaciones internacionales sobre las medidas de reduccion que ponen en marcha
algunos de los principales paises emisores, como China y la India.

3. Establecimiento de mecanismos de ayuda a los paises en desarrollo para que hagan frente al calentamiento
global.

4. Establecimiento de mecanismos como los impuestos internacionales a las emisiones, el comercio de
emisiones y otros esquemas, incluyendo REDD y NAMA.

5. Compilacién y reflejo de las diversas opiniones, incluyendo las de los miembros del G-77 y de las naciones

insulares.

En términos generales, la gente que contest6 ha seleccionado "aceptacion de la verificacidn internacional de los
paises en desarrollo como China y la India" y "finalizacion del objetivo a medio plazo de los paises
desarrollados™ con un 31% y un 26% respectivamente. Eso significa que mas de la mitad de quienes
respondieron sefiald un indicio de progreso en la gestion de emisiones por parte de los principales emisores de
Cco2.

Por region, la gente que contestd en Oriente Proximo encabezo la seleccion de “finalizacion del objetivo a
medio plazo de los paises desarrollados" con un 42%, seguido por América Latina, los Estados Unidos y
Canada, asi como Europa Occidental, con un 30% respectivamente. Por otra parte, solo el 8% de quienes
contestaron en Africa optd por esta seleccion, lo que puso de manifiesto sus escasas expectativas. La gente que
contestd en Jap6n encabezd la seleccion de "aceptacion de la verificacion internacional de los paises en
desarrollo como China y la India", con un 42%, seguida por la de Oceania y Europa Oriental y la ex Union
Soviética, con aproximadamente un 35% y Europa Occidental, los Cuatro Tigres Asiaticos y Africa con poco
menos de un 30%. Por otra parte, la gente que contestd en el Resto de Asia, que incluye a Chinay la India, hizo
esta seleccion en un bajo porcentaje, es decir, un 13%, mientras que los porcentajes en América Latina y en el
Oriente Proximo fueron aiin mas bajas, con menos de un 9%.

La gente que respondi6 en Africa, en el Resto de Asia y en América Latina selecciond "establecimiento de
ayuda para los paises en desarrollo con el fin de que combatan el calentamiento global” con mas de un 30%,
revelando un nivel de expectativas relativamente alto.

El item "establecimiento de mecanismos tales como los impuestos sobre el carbono, comercio de emisiones y
otros esquemas" fue seleccionado en porcentajes relativamente elevados entre la gente que respondi6é en
Oceania, Europa Oriental y la ex Unién Soviética, Africa y América Latina, con mas de un 20%
respectivamente. Por otra parte, las expectativas de que se cumpla este item fueron bastante bajas en Europa
Occidental, con un 15%. También fueron relativamente bajas en los Cuatro Tigres Asiaticos y Japén, con un
13% y un 9%, respectivamente.

5. Adulteracion de documentos de la Institucion de Investigacion Climatica (Pregunta 5)

Inmediatamente antes de la COP15 del afio pasado se produjo un caso de violacion de correos electrénicos y
documentos de la Unidad de Investigacién Climéatica de la Universidad de Anglia del Este, causando que los
escépticos del cambio climatico enviaran un enorme nimero de mensajes a los cientificos climatolégicos
afirmando que sus datos sobre calentamiento global eran fraudulentos. Después del incidente, lideres mundiales,
entre ellos el secretario general de las Naciones Unidas, Ban Ki-moon, el primer ministro del Reino Unido,
Gordon Brown y el secretario de Prensa de la Casa Blanca, Robert Gibbs, emitieron comunicados en los que
aclaran su postura ante el calentamiento global, sefialando que ésta no ha cambiado. Sirvase encerrar en un circulo
el item de la siguiente lista que mejor refleje su opinion.

- En términos generales, la mayoria de quienes contestaron indicé que su "comprension del cambio climatico no
se ha modificado ni visto afectada por el escepticismo™, con un 73%. Por otra parte, la gente que contesto
seleccionando “creia en el cambio climatico, pero ahora soy un poco escéptico” alcanz6 un 20%, poniendo de
manifiesto que incluso entre los expertos hay quienes se vieron afectados por el incidente y aumento su
escepticismo.

- La gente que respondié en Oceania, los Estados Unidos y Canada, América Latina y Oriente Pr6ximo no se vio
afectada de ninguna manera por el incidente. Ninguna persona que contestd en esas regiones seleccion6 "creia
en el cambio climético, pero ahora soy un poco escéptico™ ni "ya no creo en el cambio climatico".



« Por region, la gente que respondi6 en Europa Oriental y la ex Unidn Soviética encabezd la seleccion de "creia en
el cambio climatico, pero ahora soy un poco escéptico”, con un 48%.

7. Panorama de la COP10 (Pregunta 7)
7-1 Relacion entre la gente y la biodiversidad

relacionadas con la biodiversidad. En esas estrategias, un asunto vital serd someter a consideracion la relacion
entre la gente y la biodiversidad. En su opinion, ¢cudles son los factores mas importantes que podrian afectar la
relacion entre la gente y la biodiversidad?

« Organizar los items "conservacion y rehabilitacién de la biodiversidad a través de la proteccidn de especies y
ecosistemas", "establecimiento de un marco internacional para supervisar la biodiversidad", "reconstruccion de
relaciones tradicionales y armoniosas entre la gente y la biodiversidad" y "limitar el uso de la biodiversidad,
como la caza, tala, pesca y recoleccion”, ya que todas pertenecen a una categoria de gestion, crianza 'y
conservacion de ecosistemas. En general, quienes respondieron han elegido estos items en un 73% combinado,
representando la mayoria predominante.

« Los items restantes, incluyendo la "expansidn sostenible de usos de la biodiversidad como bosques y océanos",
"expansion del suministro de alimentos y reduccién de la pobreza a través de medios tales como la agricultura
intensiva", "desarrollo de tecnologia y productos basados en las caracteristicas de las especies, como la
biomimesis" y "uso de organismos modificados genéticamente™ estan relacionados con los usos de la
biodiversidad. La gente que respondid ha seleccionado estos items en un porcentaje menor y representa una
minoria entre quienes contestaron.

« En términos generales, la mayoria de las respuestas en cada region fue clasificada en la categoria de "gestidn,
crianza y conservacion de ecosistemas”, revelando un nivel mas bajo de reconocimiento para los "usos de la
biodiversidad™ como un importante factor en las relaciones entre la gente y la biodiversidad.

» La gente que respondié en las regiones en desarrollo selecciono "limitar el uso de la biodiversidad, como la caza,
tala, pesca y recoleccion” con un 17%, representando el porcentaje més alto entre todas las regiones y un intenso
interés en la gestién y la limitacion.

» Las personas que respondieron en los Estados Unidos y Canada, los Cuatro Tigres Asiaticos y Oceania
seleccionaron “conservacion y rehabilitacion de la biodiversidad a través de la proteccion de las especies y los
ecosistemas™ en un alto porcentaje, situado en un 26% respectivamente. Le siguieron Japon, Europa Occidental
y Resto de Asia, donde la gente que contest6 ha seleccionado esta opcidn en la franja del 20%.

* Las personas que respondieron en los Estados Unidos y Canada han seleccionado el “establecimiento de un
marco internacional para supervisar la biodiversidad" en un alto porcentaje, situado en un 28%. Le siguieron
Europa Occidental, Oceania y América Latina con mas de un 20%.

« En Europa Oriental y ex Unién Soviética, asi como en Africa, la gente que respondié ha seleccionado con
mayor frecuencia la "reconstruccion de las relaciones tradicionales y armoniosas entre la gente y la
biodiversidad”, con un 24% y un 21% respectivamente. Por otra parte, esta respuesta fue seleccionada por un
bajo porcentaje en Oceania y en el Oriente Prdximo, con 8% y 6% respectivamente.

* La "expansion sostenible del uso de la biodiversidad, como bosques y océanos” fue seleccionada en un alto
porcentaje por la gente que respondié en Europa Oriental y la ex Unidn Soviética, asi como en el Oriente
Proximo, con un 24% y un 19% respectivamente. Por otra parte, un bajo porcentaje de la gente que respondio
en Oceania y en los Estados Unidos y Canada seleccion6 esta opcion, con un 8% y un 9% respectivamente.

« Las personas que respondieron en Oceania, en Africa, en el Oriente Proximo y en Europa Occidental
seleccionaron "limitar el uso de la biodiversidad, como la caza, la tala, la pesca y la recoleccion™ en un
porcentaje relativamente alto, de alrededor de un 20%. Por otra parte, el porcentaje continud siendo bajo para
este item en Europa Oriental y la ex Union Soviética, con un 7%.

« El porcentaje de respuestas para la "expansion del suministro de alimentos y reduccidn de la pobreza a través de
medios tales como la agricultura intensiva™ no superd el 11% en ninguna region. Del mismo modo, los
porcentajes de respuesta para el “desarrollo de tecnologia y productos basados en las caracteristicas de las
especies, como la biomimesis" y el "uso de organismos modificados genéticamente™ se mantuvieron bajos en la
mayoria de las regiones y paises, rondando entre un 0% y un 6%.

7-2 Expectativas para la COP10

En su opinion, ¢cudles serian las areas potenciales que se podrian desarrollar como resultado del impetu a partir
de la Convencion sobre Biodiversidad (COP10) de este afio? Sirvase seleccionar los tres items de la siguiente lista
que mejor reflejen su opinidn.

 En términos generales, ninguna categoria predomind en las respuestas. La gente que contestd ha seleccionado
los tres items: "aceleracion de debates especificos sobre la proteccion de la biodiversidad", "fortalecimiento de
la cooperacion entre la politica y la ciencia de la biodiversidad" y "expansion de la educacién escolar y la
cobertura periodistica para fomentar el interés en la biodiversidad" en un 14% respectivamente, "mayores
vinculos entre la proteccién de la biodiversidad y las iniciativas sobre el cambio climéatico” en un 13% y los
cinco items restantes entre un 7% y un 10% respectivamente.

* Las personas que contestaron en las regiones en desarrollo que seleccionaron “establecimiento de restricciones
legales para proteger los derechos del pais de origen de los recursos genéticos™ alcanz6 un 15%, indicando un
interés alin mayor en el tema a comparacion de las regiones desarrolladas, donde un 9% de quienes contestaron
se inclin por esta seleccidn.

« En las regiones en desarrollo, la gente que contesto seleccionando la "introduccion de un proceso politico a nivel
de jefes de Estado en la Convencion sobre Biodiversidad" represent6 un 10%, cuatro puntos porcentuales por
arriba de las regiones desarrolladas.

« Un porcentaje relativamente alto de quienes respondieron en el Oriente Proximo, en el Resto de Asia, en Europa
Oriental y la ex Unién Soviética seleccioné la "expansion de la educacién escolar y la cobertura periodistica
para fomentar el interés en la biodiversidad", con alrededor de un 17%.

- La gente que respondié en el Oriente Préximo selecciond "mayores vinculos entre la proteccion de la
biodiversidad y las iniciativas sobre el cambio climatico” en un alto porcentaje, es decir, un 24%. Le siguieron
porcentajes relativamente altos en los Cuatro Tigres Asiaticos, en los Estados Unidos y Canada y en Oceania,
con un 17% aproximadamente.

- El item "avance de los debates internacionales sobre agricultura y pesca sostenible basadas en las tradiciones"
fue elegido por un porcentaje relativamente alto de quienes contestaron en Europa Occidental y en Oceania, con
un 18% y un 16% respectivamente.

« Mientras que un porcentaje relativamente alto de quienes respondieron en Africa y en Europa Oriental y la ex
Uni6n Soviética selecciono el "establecimiento de restricciones legales para proteger los derechos del pais de
origen y los recursos genéticos” con un 19% y un 15% respectivamente, la tasa fue baja entre quienes
respondieron en los Estados Unidos y Canada, con un 3%.

« La gente que contesté en Europa Occidental encabezé la seleccién de "las consideraciones sobre biodiversidad
se han vuelto més persistentes en las actividades empresariales” con un 15%. Le siguié Oriente Proximo y
América Latina con un 12% y un 10%. Por el contrario, 0% de quienes respondieron en Oceania opt6 por esta
seleccion.

- La seleccidn del item "avance de la supervision de ecosistemas y la expansion del uso colectivo de la
informacion internacional™ se distribuyé entre las regiones en porcentajes que rondaron entre un 5% y un 12%.

- Oceania encabez6 la seleccion en lo que respecta a la "introduccién de un proceso politico a nivel de jefes de

Estado en la Convencion sobre Biodiversidad”, con un 14%. Los porcentajes fueron bajos en el Oriente
Proximo y en Japon, con un 6% y un 5% respectivamente.

« La gente que contesto en las regiones en desarrollo selecciond "promover la conservacion de la biodiversidad y
la distribucion equitativa de las ganancias procedentes del uso de los recursos genéticos a través de un marco
internacional” con un 22%, siete puntos porcentuales por arriba que quienes respondieron en las regiones
desarrolladas.

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» En casi todas las regiones, la seleccion del item "detener fundamentalmente la pérdida de biodiversidad,
convirtiéndola en una de las principales preocupaciones de la sociedad" superd el 20%. En particular, el
porcentaje fue alto entre quienes contestaron en Oceania y en el Oriente Proximo, con un 38% y un 36%
respectivamente. Le siguieron los Estados Unidos y Canada, Japon, el Resto de Asia y los Cuatro Tigres
Asiéticos, con aproximadamente un 30%.

- Del mismo modo, la gente que respondio en casi todas las regiones seleccion6 "reducir la deforestacion y la
sobreexplotacion de los recursos naturales y promover el uso sostenible” con mas de un 20%. En particular, la
gente que respondié en Oceania, en Africa y en América Latina, asi como en los Estados Unidos y Canada opto
por esta seleccion con alrededor de un 32%. El porcentaje de seleccion para este item fue ligeramente menor a
un 30% en los Cuatro Tigres Asiaticos, en Europa Occidental y en Japon.

I11. Comentarios de quienes respondieron

This year’s questionnaire elicited a total of 217 comments, including 99 from 39 countries outside Japan and 118
from Japan. The respondents kindly commented on the state of environmental problems in various regions world-
wide and thought of policies and ideas for alleviating environmental problems. Respondents provided a wide va
riety of comments; nonetheless, many wrote about biodiversity, perhaps as a reflection of COP10 to be held in
Nagoya this October. Some comments also contained suggestions and requests for future survey question, which
we will gratefully take into consideration in designing the next questionnaire. Owing to space considerations, we
are only able to list a portion of the comments, including 46 representing 26 countries and 49 from Japan. The
name, title, organization, country and processing number of the respondent are included with the comment. Com-
ments from respondents requesting anonymity are marked with an M or F to denote male or female.

Comments from overseas

Regarding biodiversity conservation, the key is access to information on the value of biodiversity and the means
to sustain it including participatory approaches and access to best practice. This is not readily available in most
developing countries, or if available is costly and may not be in indigenous languages. Biodiversity needs to be
conserved at the community level and awareness of its value and of options is key. Many of those whose actions
most imperil biodiversity through actions such as cutting mangroves, dynamiting reefs, shooting megagfauna
have no knowledge of the value of these to the planet, nor of alternative means to gain a living while sustaining
them.

-Production and consumption
-Urban structures, infrastructure Responses should be developed to address these drivers.

Besides, sustainable use of space should be promoted through economic
incentives and also legally biding commitments.
